
 

ACPConnect – Quick Search Tips 

As easy as 1 - 2 - 3! 

1. Enter Your Search Criteria 
After logging into ACPConnect, you may initiate a search from any page by typing your search criteria 

into the search box (top right on navigation bar) and clicking the magnifying glass icon (or 

press enter).  

 

 
 

Search Criteria Tips: Use these common operators when typing your terms into the search 

box to narrow results and find more relevant content (note: operators MUST be capitalized):  

• Quotes: Use quotes to search for an exact phrase. 

• Ex: "Estate Attorney" 

• AND/OR: Include two search terms. 

• Ex: Estate Attorney AND Southern California 

• Ex: “Estate Attorney” OR “Estate Planning” 

• Parentheses: Combine operators to create a more complex search. 

• Ex: Estate Attorney AND (California OR Arizona) 

• Asterisks: Use as a root word/stem/truncation search. 

• Ex: comply* 

This will return posts that contain the words comply, compliance, complying, etc. 

 



 

 

2. Filter Your Results 
Your search results are sorted by “Relevance” by default. You may change setting to filter by 

“Most Recent or “Least Recent” in the dropdown on the right.  

 

Look under the “All Content” heading on the left to see content categories as well as “More 

Filters”. 
 

 

 

Click on a content category (for example, “Discussion Threads”) to see additional filter options 

including “Community” and “Author”.  

 

 



 

3. Access the Post or File
